Note from Pastor:  
 
The General Instruction for the Roman Missal has this instruction 
for the Fifth Sunday in Lent: 
“In the Dioceses of the United States, the practice of covering 
crosses and images throughout the Church from this Sunday may 
be observed. Crosses remain covered until the end of the  
Celebration of the Lord’s Passion on Good Friday…” 
But why do we veil our images, and why today? 
The veiling is an ancient liturgical tradition to mark the period of 
time known as “Passiontide”—the time when we prepare and  
focus intensely on the suffering and death of Jesus.  The veiling 
gives us a sense of the absence that Mary and the disciples felt as 
Jesus was taken away from them, arrested, and crucified. 
In the traditional liturgy, this Fifth Sunday in Lent is known as 
Passion Sunday.  The Gospel reading is the account of Jesus going 
to the Cross, so the veiling today draws us deeper into that  
mystery. 
When the current ordinary liturgy came into use in the late 1960s, 
Passion Sunday was joined to next week’s observance of Palm 
Sunday, which is now known by the combined name of “Palm 
Sunday of the Lord’s Passion.” The veiling of images today,  
however, is a reminder that the sacred time of the Lord’s suffering 
and resurrection victory are close at hand. 
May the Lord grant us the grace to observe these upcoming holy 
days with a spirit of reverence and devotion for by His Cross and 
Resurrection, He has redeemed the world!
