SCHEDULING EVENTS

Our parish is growing and more events are
taking place on our campus, so as to not have any
conflict or confusion the following procedure must

be followed.

1. Fr. Andy approves any and all events.

2. The parish office MUST be notified of the event
so the Church and buildings calendar checked
to insure that there is no conflict with the date,
time and building for the event.

3. If one of the buildings are to be used there is an
insurance policy that is purchased through the
diocese along with a deposit and rental fee,
which all paper work needs to be filled out and
processed through the diocese, which takes
7-10 working days to activate the insurance
coverage. The office needs 3 weeks prior to
the event to insure all paper work is completed.
